The fixtures dates are shown on the attached sheet and please note the November meeting 
is again the county championship event. This event is used to select county teams for the 
Regional events. This year all fixtures will be held at the Dawlish Leisure Centre. 
 
The timetable is attached which has a slight modification. The High jumps are now split into 
two groups i.e. U13/U15 and then U11 at 12 noon. 
Please note as always there will be a slightly modified one for the county championship 
meeting (start at 11.00am) and the final fixture will have no Shot or High jump 
competitions. 
 
The affiliation fee is again £50, this needs to be sent to Mr Patrick Carroll , Devon AA 
Treasurer before the first fixture date, on the form provided. The match fees have been 
remain the same at £2.50 per athlete (£3,00 for the County Championship meeting) which 
are payable on the day. 
 
There is a minor addition to the rules in that all clubs must provide the EA registration 
number for athletes in the U13/U15 and U17 age group.  U10/U11 do not apply. 
If you do have a new athlete who doesn’t yet have a number then we need it by the next 
fixture. The registration form must be sent to me (preferably by e-mail) in the Excel format 
By 16th October latest. 
 
The other issue is officials – all clubs need to provide people to act as officials. We are 
fortunate that we have a few stalwarts who cover the key jobs, but we do need others to 
help out on the day. Please ensure you find some and let the Field referee know on the day.
